The Board maintains a list of approved seminars to assist you in this process and it can be
viewed on the Board’s website.

I would like to thank everyone for your patience over the last year as the Board has
navigated through the issues of the pandemic and replacing and training new staff. The
Board staff are adapting well and seem to be operating close to full speed and work
diligently to address your questions and concerns.
